The only requirement is that they
renew their status as a DACA recipient every two
years, and they receive work permits as well.

- Trump expressed his intent to end the DACA program in 2017 and has fervently fought to do so
throughout his administration. On March 6, 2020, the US Supreme Court ruled against the
termination of the program.
